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SIIDE EFFECTS
Production Notes from the set of “SLIDERS”

e Here’s a funny coincidence regarding the name of the newest “Sliders” character,
Colin Mallory, Quinn’s brother. Kari Wuhrer’s co-host on MTV’s “Remote
Control” was Colin Quinn, currently a cast member on “Saturday Night Live.”

e (Cleavant Derricks’ character is nicknamed “Crying Man” for the real tears he sheds
during his performance. Derricks, in fact, is a professional singer and a Tony Award
winner for his role in the hit Broadway musical “Dreamgirls.”

e At times when the script calls for the Sliders to duel with an opponent, viewers may
be surprised at their expert execution. Jerry and Charlie O'Connell have extensive
training in fencing. During college they were members of New York University’s
saber fencing team.

e For the episode, “Electric Twister Acid Test,” Jerry O'Connell reunites with “Stand
by Me” co-star, actor Corey Feldman, and performs the same special handshake they
shared in that movie.

e The climactic fire scene from “The Fire Within” episode was filmed at Universal's
“Backdraft” attraction at the Universal Studios tour. In addition, “Slidecage” was
shot on the expensive set of the TV series “Timecop.”

e In “The Fire Within,” Jerry O’Connell quips, “We’re spraying for cockroaches” -- a
not-so veiled reference to "Joe's Apartment," the feature film in which he starred with
thousands of roaches.

e The episode title “El Sid” is an anagram for 'slide.’

e “Data World” features an “inside” joke, referring to Jerry O’Connell’s successful turn
in “Scream 2.”

e In “World Killer” the Sliders exit a movie theater where the marquis reads “The Man
Who Would Be King” starring Humphrey Bogart and Clark Gable. Director John
Huston initially conceived it as a vehicle for the two, although the roles went to Sean
Connery and Michael Caine. In an alternate universe, Huston made the film he set
out to do.

e The episode “Slither” mirrors Kari Wuhrer’s 1997 feature film “Anaconda” about
killer snakes possessing super intelligence.
